PRASARAK MANDAL, OTUR, PUNE, UDISE Number 27252003129 (Self Financed English Medium CBSE) for
standard 15t to 8t for the period of 3 years from 1st April, 2025 to 315t March, 2028.

The aforementioned recognition is subject to compliance of following terms :-

1. The term of recognition shall not be extended and there will not be any restrictions to get recognition or

affiliation after eighth standard.

The school will obey the provisions of Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009

(Annexure One) and Maharashtra Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education, Rules 2011

(Annexure Two).

3. The school will get enrolled upto minimum 25% of students out of the number of students in first standard

(Seven) The Teachers will comply with his/her duties as prescribed under Section 24 (1) of the Act and
(Eight) The teachers should not get himself/herself engaged in private teaching classes and the school

should confirm the same.
